ña technical specification approved by a recognised standardisation body 
for repeated or continuous application, with which compliance is not 
compulsory ò (directive 98/34/EC).

It is a document which specifies technical rules taking into account :

•the needs (technical, market, national body, é)

•the offer (technical limits)

Standards are made BY manufacturers FOR manufacturers.
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► What is a standard ?

Main goals : 

•give a minimum safety level for products put on the market

► compulsory as related to European Directive (CE marking)

•give the determination rules for main characteristics of products

► possibly compulsory if the characteristic is required by 

National Regulations (e.g, gtot)

•give a minimum quality level of products

► never compulsory but for exceptions (e.g. fire resistant 

products)

► all safety aspects for motorised products

•when characteristics are required in National Regulations

► e.g. DR and gtot in France

No European Police: at the end, the manufacturer is the only 
responsible for its declaration.

•the promotion of products properties and quality
